STATEMENT OF WORK

U.S. Army Manufacturing and Technology (ManTech) Program Professional and Technical Support
1.0 OBJECTIVE

This Statement of Work (SOW) identifies the professional and technical support required to facilitate the Research, Development & Engineering Command’s (RDECOM’s) execution of the Army Manufacturing and Technology (ManTech) Program, the Army Technology Transfer Program and RDECOM technical processes on behalf of the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Acquisition, Logistics and Technology) [ASA( ALT)]. The objective of this support is to provide program integration and program management services to RDECOM Programs and Engineering (P&E).  

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1 The ManTech Program goal is to provide essential manufacturing technologies that will enable affordability, sustainability, improved quality, shorter production lead times, enhanced productiveness, improved safety, and reduced risk in transitioning manufacturing technology to production. RDECOM executes the day-to-day ManTech activities for the ASA( ALT). This includes technology transition integration of ManTech products, road-mapping of Army manufacturing requirements, coordination and planning with other Service and Agency manufacturing technology programs; executing goals to support Department of Army (DA) and Office of Secretary Defense (OSD) requirements; and oversight of the Army Research, Development and Engineering Centers (RDECs) and the Army Research Laboratory (ARL), with respect to project development and execution.

2.2 The Army ManTech program is structured to meet near term, mid and far term goals that address Army Warfighter needs.  Near term goals use existing technology to address immediate Army manufacturing needs for transitioning to the Warfighter usually within two years.  Mid and far term objectives address emerging technology from Science and Technology (S&T) efforts that address producibility and affordability from a systems engineering approach within a three to five year time frame.  The Army Principal, as a member of the Joint Defense ManTech Panel (JDMTP), provides coordination among the Services, Defense Logistics Agency (DLA), and Missile Defense Agency (MDA) manufacturing programs.  Associated documents and legislative requirements include DoDD 4200.15 and UCS Title 10 Sections 2521.  

3.0 SCOPE

3.1 MANTECH PROGRAM SUPPORT 

3.1.1 JOINT SERVICE INTEGRATION

3.1.1.1    The contractor shall provide support to the Army JDMTP Principal and act as liaison to the Army ManTech representatives to each of the JDMTP Subpanels.  The contractor shall act as a liaison with the OSD Office of Technology Transition (OTT) and the ManTech offices within the Navy, Air Force, DLA, and MDA.  The contractor shall report on joint activities to the Army ManTech program manager as well as provide input for joint project reviews and management for the JDMTP.  The contractor shall assist OSD OTT as needed with respect to JDMTP actions to include support to breakout sessions hosted by OTT for the Program Executive Office (PEO)/ System Command (SYSCOM) conference.

3.1.1.2 The contractor shall provide support at the Defense Manufacturing Conference (DMC).  Support shall consist of a creation, assembly, and removal of an exhibit booth that depicts the Army’s ManTech Program’s latest accomplishments, on-site manning of the booth throughout the conference period; and development, production, and distribution of the Army ManTech brochure and JDMTP Department of Defense (DoD) Warfighter Relevance brochure.

3.1.1.3 The contractor shall assist the Army ManTech program manager in facilitating technology and Industrial Base efforts with the Canadian National Defense Department under the auspices of the North American Technology and Industrial Base organization (NATIBO).

3.1.2 MANTECH PROGRAM EXECUTION

3.1.2.1 The contractor shall provide program management, technical, and administrative support to the Army ManTech Program.  The support shall include, but not limited to: quick-reaction responses to inquiries from RDECOM, Army Materiel Command, DA, ASA(ALT), and DoD regarding program and project execution, schedule and technical status.  The contractor shall prepare written correspondence and provide secretariat duties at Army meetings.

3.1.2.2 The contractor shall support the integration and implementation of identified program tasks to include the assessment of cost estimates, programmatic technical documentation, and life cycle costs as they relate to the accomplishment of production requirements.

3.1.2.3 The contractor shall provide support to Army ManTech Program documentation, technical information consolidation, and packaging of success stories.

3.1.2.5  The contractor shall support RDECOM initiatives to include technical analysis and development of reports, briefings, databases, metrics, and graphics for executive level decisions and presentations; post and maintain technical documents on SharePoint  to enable distribution and review among numerous stakeholders; review ManTech packages for format, content and consistency; coordinate ManTech reviews to include RDECOM one-Star, U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command , the Army Warfighter Technical Council, and Army S&T Working Group to include administrative support, read-ahead packages, analysis products and preparation of meeting minutes; coordinate Army S&T Master Plan; participate in SharePoint planning meetings to provide support and feedback to the SharePoint project manager on any future capability and/or tools planned for SharePoint; review and track Technology Transition Agreements (TTAs); provide reports to various staff of requested ManTech information as requested.   SharePoint is an enterprise management software solution developed to support the Army S&T community. 

3.1.2.6
The contractor shall support the integration and implementation of the ManTech programs to include cost projections, Metrics Confirmation Memos, TTAs, Cost Analysis, review of all technical proposals, assisting RDECOM with technical evaluations of program and monthly collecting and reporting of the financial performance of all ManTech programs including Congressional Adds and Jointly funding programs through the JDMTP, Defense Manufacturing Science and Technology ManTech, and the Industrial Base Innovation Fund.  

3.2 TECHNOLOGY TRANSITION PROGRAM SUPPORT
3.2.1   The contractor shall provide technical and management support for all Technology Transfer (T2) functions.  Provide coordination, draft agenda’s, develop briefing material and conduct site surveys for the annual Technology Transfer Integration Planning Team conference.  The contractor shall collect and review all Army Cooperative Research and Development Agreement (CRADA) and upload data and information to the Defense Technology Transfer Information System (DTTIS).  The contractor shall interact with all Army’s Office of Research Technology Application representatives on a monthly basis.  The contractor shall develop and report the quarterly Technology Transfer Commercialization Act to the OSD OTT and ensure accuracy reporting of all required information.   The contractor shall attend coordination meetings with OTT and other services and government agencies as needed.  The contractor shall interact with Army Legal Council relating to all CRADAs and Patent License Agreements (PLA), Patent License Income and ensure timely reporting and uploading to DTTIS.  The contractor shall assign Army Control Numbers to all CRADAs and PLAs and retain digital copies in a web based central repository for minimum of five years to meet OSD requirements. 

3.2.2 The contractor shall also provide support as required for the Counter-Terrorism Technology Program (CTTP), the Defense Acquisition Challenge Program (DACP), and Small Business Innovative Research Program (SBIR) and provide technical recommendations on rapid-response manufacturing solutions which leverage these programs. 
3.2.3 TECHNICAL PROCESS SUPPORT 

3.2.3.1 The contractor shall facilitate HQ planning, coordination and management of Technology Focus Team (TFT)/Systems Integration Domains (SID) activities and operations.

3.2.3.2 The contractor shall provide data management support and user access to Army Knowledge Online and other R&D information systems for archiving TFT/SID documentation and data analysis.

3.2.3.3 The contractor shall support business process and policy development to enable coordination of the RDECOM R&D portfolio to achieve maximum benefit to the Warfighter with appropriate balance of program focus, cost, and risk. Contractor shall help identify and engage key internal and external stakeholders to obtain support, collaborate, and inform IAW the portfolio management objectives.   Contractor shall coordinate with key stakeholders to identify and collect appropriate metrics to enable informed decisions throughout the business process. 3.3.2 Personnel Qualifications

3.3.2.1 The contractor shall be responsible for employing technically qualified personnel to perform the work specified in this SOW. 3.3.4.5 Senior Program Integration Specialist:   The contractor shall interface with RDECOM HQ to facilitate HQ planning, coordination and management of Technology Focus Team (TFT)/Systems Integration Domains (SID) activities and operations. The contractor shall provide data management support and user access to Army Knowledge Online and other R&D information systems for archiving TFT/SID documentation and data analysis Contractor shall help identify and engage key internal and external stakeholders to obtain support, collaborate, and inform IAW the portfolio management objectives.   Contractor shall help identify and define functional requirements for tools to support portfolio management, and assess efficacy of current tools or proposed approaches for improvement. 

Education
Minimum of Bachelors Degree is required.  A degree in Science, Engineering, or other Technical related field (i.e. physical sciences, chemistry, physics) is highly desired.

Experience Summary
The contractor shall have a minimum of 10 years of experience technology planning to include affordability and defense technology transition initiatives.

3.3.5 Resumes are required for all positions in order to confirm the acceptability and availability of personnel in order to facilitate the start of performance immediately following contract award. 

3.3.6 If the Contracting Officer questions the qualifications or competence of any person performing under this SOW, the burden of proof to sustain that the person is qualified, as prescribed herein, shall be on the contractor.

3.3.7 The contractor personnel shall meet the proposed qualifications for the position.  The contractor shall train all new personnel performing work under this SOW in the applicable functional and technical areas.

3.3.8 The contractor personnel resumes shall include details regarding the level of participation (e.g., project director, programmer, analyst, etc.), the number of personnel supervised (if applicable), and the size and scope of the work for which the individual was responsible (e.g., IPTs, Resource databases, project/program development, etc.).

3.3.9 The contractor personnel shall possess all necessary qualifications at the time of proposal submission.

4.0 DELIVERABLES AND SCHEDULE

4.1 Deliverables.  Any deliverable defined in this SOW shall be submitted under official company letterhead signed by a designated company representative.  The cover letter shall be addressed to the Government’s Technical Point of Contact unless otherwise directed.  The cover letter shall include as a minimum, the title of the applicable deliverable, date performed, and the appropriate contract number to which the deliverable applies.

4.2 The contractor shall submit a Monthly Status Report (MSR) by the 15th of every month, in letter format that identifies technical efforts and costs, expended trips and problem areas with proposed solutions, as specified In Accordance With (IAW) DI-MGMT-80227, Contractor’s Progress, Status and Management Report.  Within the MSR, the Contractor shall project the percentage of completion based on the current obligation/cost amount provided in the TO and furnish the Government a timeframe for which the 85% of ceiling price as specified in FAR 52.232-7 will be incurred.

4.3 The contractor shall deliver various Technical analyses in the form of databases, electronic files, hardcopy files and letter reports as required IAW DI-MISC-80508B, Technical Reports Study/Services.  

4.4 The contractor shall provide all products purchased under this contract to the Government during the life of the contract or following completion of this contract.

4.5 The contractor shall submit special reports and information as required which may include project summary books, information briefings, budget justification documentation, and draft inputs to congressional reports. 

4.6 The contractor shall provide on a semi-annual basis consolidated technical and schedule data in coordination with required data inputs. 
4.7 ManTech Deliverables

4.7.1 The contractor shall update the Army ManTech website monthly or more frequently as required by taskings.  Changes shall be uploaded after review and approval by the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  

4.7.2 The contractor shall review ManTech project execution (cost, schedule performance, and transition) on a monthly basis and provide recommended updates to the RDECs/ARL ManTech managers.

4.7.3 The contractor shall review and update on a quarterly basis the Army ManTech Summary Book pages and provide any inconsistencies with internal project technical and budget review briefings to the RDECs/ARL ManTech managers.

4.7.4 The contractor shall deliver DoD and Army ManTech advocacy and program summary brochures, a conference booth and other materials as required to support conferences, workshops and synchronization meetings with program managers, congressional staff members and other manufacturing organizations within DoD and industry. 

4.8 The contractor shall provide manpower reporting as follows:

The contractor shall include the following:

1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1. Purpose.  The role of the Government in quality assurance is to ensure contract standards are achieved.  The purpose of the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) is to identify the methods and procedures the Government will use to evaluate contractor actions while performing the requirements in the Statement of Work (SOW).  It is designed to provide an effective surveillance method by monitoring contractor performance for each listed performance objective in the SOW (Section 3).

2.1. Contracting Officer Representative.  The Contracting Officer Representative (COR) is responsible for quality assurance guidance and to ensure that contract quality requirements, provisions, standards, and thresholds are defined, practical, enforceable, necessary, and verifiable.

2.1.1. 
The COR evaluates and documents contractor performance in accordance with the QASP and SOW.

2.1.2. 
The COR notifies the Contracting Officer of any significant performance deficiencies using a Contractor Discrepancy Report with supporting documentation.

2.1.3. 
The COR maintains surveillance documentation.

2.1.4. 
The COR recommends improvements to the QASP and SOW throughout the life of the contract.

2.2. Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer is responsible for safeguarding the interests of the United States Government in contractual relationships.  Only the Contracting Officer is authorized to bind the Government and then, only to the extent of the authority delegated to them through the issuance of a warrant.

2.2.1. 
The Contracting Officer delegates authority for inspection and/or acceptance in accordance with the terms of the contract.

2.2.2. 
The Contracting Officer informs the contractor of the names, duties, and limitations of authority for all quality assurance personnel assigned to the contract.

3.0. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

3.1.      
Scope of Work.  The contractor shall provide all personnel and resources necessary to conduct the workshops as defined in the SOW.
4.0.   QUALITY REQUIREMENTS

4.1.    
Quality Control Program.  The contractor, not the Government, is responsible for management and quality control actions to meet the terms of the contract. 

5.0  
SURVEILLANCE.  The COR will perform monthly surveillance based on the quality and effectiveness of the contractor’s training plan, workshop conduct on the Government site, and training materials.  

5.1 Methods of Surveillance.  Methods of surveillance to be used include:

5.1.1 Random Sampling: This is an appropriate method of surveillance for recurring tasks.  Random sampling works best when the number of instances of the services being performed is very large and a statistically valid sample can be obtained. 
5.1.2 100% Inspection:  This is the appropriate method of evaluating infrequent tasks or tasks with stringent performance requirements, e.g., where safety or health is a concern.  With this method, performance is inspected/evaluated at each occurrence. One hundred percent inspection is too expensive to be used in most cases.
5.1.3 Scheduled Observations: This method, sometimes called “planned sampling,” consists of observing tasks on a scheduled basis.  It is appropriate for tasks that occur infrequently or periodically, but where 100 percent evaluation is neither required nor practicable.  A predetermined plan for inspecting part of the work is established using subjective judgment and analysis of agency resources to decide what work to inspect and how frequently to inspect it.
5.2
Unacceptable Performance. The COR sends in the Quality Assurance reports to include all supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.  If the number of complaints/defects exceeds the performance threshold for any QASP objective for the period of performance, the COR will determine the possible cause of this unacceptable performance.  The contracting officer shall send the QASP report to the contractor and allow them an opportunity to submit a Reclama. The contracting officer will review the contractor’s reclama response to assure it corrects the unacceptable performance.  Government-caused complaints/defects will not be counted against the contractor.  The same applies to any other requirement of the contract when Government-caused complaints/defects are the cause of unacceptable contractor performance.

L.3.1.4 The offeror shall propose their ability to provide an adequate amount of personnel with the appropriate labor mix to fulfill the requirements set forth in the SOW.

L.3.2 Volume II – Past Performance– Not to exceed two (2) page limitation for each contract, subcontract, and task order noted.  Submit past performance information using the format at attachment at L1 found on pages 65-66..
L.3.2.1 Past Performance 

L.3.2.1.1 The offeror’s proposal shall include past performance information for the prime and each proposed subcontractor who will perform a significant portion of the effort. 

L.3.2.1.2 Definitions of key terms.

L.3.2.1.2.1 “Recent,” as used in this solicitation is defined as “having occurred within the three (3) calendar year period prior to the solicitation release date.” 

L.3.2.1.2.2 “Relevance,” as used in this solicitation is defined as “possesses a clear and substantial logical connection to the proposed contract’s requirements.”

L.3.2.1.2.3 “Major,” or “Significant” as used in this solicitation, is defined as “being a subcontract that has a value of over $650,000 in any one year.”

L.3.2.1.3 The offeror shall submit information on recent contracts and major subcontracts (including Federal, State, and Local Government, and private) which are either on-going or were recently completed, which also demonstrates performance relevant to the solicitation’s performance requirements. L.3.2.1.7.6 Contract Number and, in the case of Indefinite Delivery type contracts, GSA contracts, and Blanket Purchase Agreements, include Delivery Order Numbers also.

L.3.2.1.7.7 Contract Type (specific type such as Fixed Price (FP), Cost Reimbursement (CR), Time & Materials (T&M), etc.)  In the case of Indefinite Delivery contracts, indicate specific type (Requirements, Definite Quantity, and Indefinite Quantity) and secondary contract type (FP, CR, T&M, etc)).

L.3.2.1.7.8 Awarded price/cost.

L.3.2.1.7.9 Final or projected final price/cost.

L.3.2.1.7.10 Original delivery schedule, including dates of start and completion of work.

L.3.2.1.7.11 Final, or projected final, delivery schedule, including dates of start and completion of work. 

L.3.2.1.7.12  For any contracts that did not/do not meet original schedule or technical performance requirements, provide a brief explanation of the reason(s) for the shortcomings and any corrective action(s) taken to avoid recurrence. The offeror shall indicate if any of the contracts listed were terminated and the type and reasons for the termination.

L.3. 2.1.7.13 For all contracts, the offeror shall discuss the differences between awarded price and the final price and the reasons for the adjustments.  The offeror shall indicate the existence of Forward Rate Pricing Agreements and the stability of those agreements over the last three (3) years.

L.3.3.1.1.6  Proposed fee rate for CPFF CLINs.  Rationale shall be supplied for rates and fees.

L.3.3.1.1.7  Completed Section K – Representations, Certifications and Other Statements of Offerors and Online Representations and Certifications Applications (ORCA) Certification.

L.3.3.1.1.8  Whether the offeror is subject to Cost Accounting Standards (CAS).

L.3.3.1.1.9  Whether your organization has submitted a CAS Disclosure Statement, and if it has been determined adequate.

L.3.3.1.1.10  Whether the offeror has been notified of noncompliance with its Disclosure Statement or CAS, and if so, an explanation.

L.3.3.1.1.11  Whether any aspect of this proposal is inconsistent with the disclosed practices or applicable CAS, and if so, an explanation.

L.3.3.1.1.12  Whether the proposal is consistent with their established estimating and accounting principles and procedures and FAR Part 31, “Cost Principles,” and if not, an explanation.

L.3.3.1.1.13  A statement that the offeror grants the Contracting Officer and authorized representative(s) the right to examine, at any time before award, any records, and other data, regardless of the type and form, or whether such supporting information is specifically referenced or included in the proposal as the basis for pricing, that will permit an adequate evaluation of the proposed price.

L.3.3.1.3.3  Direct Labor.  Provide a breakdown of labor hours, rates and cost by appropriate category, and furnish basis for estimates.

L.3.3.1.3.4  Indirect Costs.  Indicate how indirect costs were computed and applied, including cost breakdowns.  Indicate the rates used and provide an appropriate explanation.

The offeror shall provide a detailed discussion of the management and technical hierarchy of the team assigned to the proposed effort, including intra-organizational structure, utilization of subcontractor(s), and the Government interface. CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.215-1      INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS--COMPETITIVE  ACQUISITION  (JAN 2004)

(a) Definitions. As used in this provision--

“Discussions” are negotiations that occur after establishment of the competitive range that may, at the Contracting Officer's discretion, result in the offeror being allowed to revise its proposal.

“In writing or written” means any worded or numbered expression which can be read, reproduced, and later communicated, and includes electronically transmitted and stored information.

“Proposal modification” is a change made to a proposal before the solicitation's closing date and time, or made in response to an amendment, or made to correct a mistake at any time before award.

“Proposal revision” is a change to a proposal made after the solicitation closing date, at the request of or as allowed by a Contracting Officer as the result of negotiations.

“Time”, if stated as a number of days, is calculated using calendar days, unless otherwise specified, and will include Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays. However, if the last day falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, then the period shall include the next working day.

(b) Amendments to solicitations. If this solicitation is amended, all terms and conditions that are not amended remain unchanged. Offerors shall acknowledge receipt of any amendment to this solicitation by the date and time specified in the amendment(s).

(c) Submission, modification, revision, and withdrawal of proposals. (1) Unless other methods (e.g., electronic commerce or facsimile) are permitted in the solicitation, proposals and modifications to proposals shall be submitted in paper media in sealed envelopes or packages (i) addressed to the office specified in the solicitation, and (ii) showing the time and date specified for receipt, the solicitation number, and the name and address of the offeror. Offerors using commercial carriers should ensure that the proposal is marked on the outermost wrapper with the information in paragraphs (c)(1)(i) and (c)(1)(ii) of this provision.

(2) The first page of the proposal must show--

(i) The solicitation number;

(ii) The name, address, and telephone and facsimile numbers of the offeror (and electronic address if available);

(iii) A statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation and agreement to furnish any or all items upon which prices are offered at the price set opposite each item;

(iv) Names, titles, and telephone and facsimile numbers (and electronic addresses if available) of persons authorized to negotiate on the offeror's behalf with the Government in connection with this solicitation; and

(v) Name, title, and signature of person authorized to sign the proposal. Proposals signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.

(3) Submission, modification, or revision, of proposals. 

(i) Offerors are responsible for submitting proposals, and any modifications, or revisions, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that proposal or revision is due.

(ii)(A) Any proposal, modification, or revision received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and--

(1) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of proposals; or

(2) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

(3) It is the only proposal received.

(B) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful proposal that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

(iii) Acceptable evidence to establish the time of receipt at the Government installation includes the time/date stamp of that installation on the proposal wrapper, other documentary evidence of receipt maintained by the installation, or oral testimony or statements of Government personnel.

(iv) If an emergency or unanticipated event interrupts normal Government processes so that proposals cannot be received at the office designated for receipt of proposals by the exact time specified in the solicitation, and urgent Government requirements preclude amendment of the solicitation, the time specified for receipt of proposals will be deemed to be extended to the same time of day specified in the solicitation on the first work day on which normal Government processes resume.

(v) Proposals may be withdrawn by written notice received at any time before award. Oral proposals in response to oral solicitations may be withdrawn orally. If the solicitation authorizes facsimile proposals, proposals may be withdrawn via facsimile received at any time before award, subject to the conditions specified in the provision at 52.215-5, Facsimile Proposals. Proposals may be withdrawn in person by an offeror or an authorized representative, if the identity of the person requesting withdrawal is established and the person signs a receipt for the proposal before award.

(4) Unless otherwise specified in the solicitation, the offeror may propose to provide any item or combination of items.

(5) Offerors shall submit proposals in response to this solicitation in English, unless otherwise permitted by the solicitation, and in U.S. dollars, unless the provision at FAR 52.225-17, Evaluation of Foreign Currency Offers, is included in the solicitation.

(6) Offerors may submit modifications to their proposals at any time before the solicitation closing date and time, and may submit modifications in response to an amendment, or to correct a mistake at any time before award.

(7) Offerors may submit revised proposals only if requested or allowed by the Contracting Officer.

(8) Proposals may be withdrawn at any time before award.  Withdrawals are effective upon receipt of notice by the Contracting Officer.

(d) Offer expiration date. Proposals in response to this solicitation will be valid for the number of days specified on the solicitation cover sheet (unless a different period is proposed by the offeror).

(e) Restriction on disclosure and use of data. Offerors that include in their proposals data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose, or used by the Government except for evaluation purposes, shall--

(1) Mark the title page with the following legend: This proposal includes data that shall not be disclosed outside the Government and shall not be duplicated, used, or disclosed--in whole or in part--for any purpose other than to evaluate this proposal. (2) The Government may reject any or all proposals if such action is in the Government's interest.

(3) The Government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received.

(4) The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the offeror's initial proposal should contain the offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint. Technical is more important than past performance which are both significantly more important than Cost/Price. Within the Technical proposal, the organization, management, and technical approach is equal in importance to the ability to provide knowledgeable personnel, and is somewhat more important than the ability to provide an adequate amount of personnel.   The Government is willing to pay more if increases in, for example, technical merit of the proposal so warrants.  The Cost/Price Factor may become more significant in contributing to the source selection decision if proposals are comparable.

Weaknesses exist but they are correctable or capable of being resolved without substantial impact on performance, cost or schedule.  The proposal represents a moderate risk.

M.5.2.2.4  Unacceptable (U) - Proposal does not meet the Government’s requirements.  Deficiencies exist and a major proposal revision is necessary to make it acceptable.  The proposal represents a high risk.

M.5.2.3  The terms “significant strength,” “strength,” “weakness,” “significant weakness,” and “deficiency” are defined for Technical Risk as follows:

M.5.2.3.1  Significant Strength:  An aspect of a proposal that, when judged against a stated evaluation criteria, appreciably enhances the merit of the proposal or significantly increases the probability of successful performance of the contract.

The degree of confidence will be measured in terms of the risk associated with an offeror's past performance by assessing how well it satisfied the following, as a minimum:

M.5.3.2  Provided a quality service in terms of technical performance for compliance with previous contract requirements, accuracy of reports, and technical excellence to include Quality awards/certificates.

M.5.3.3  Performed timely in terms of meeting milestones, reliability, responsiveness to technical direction, deliverables completed on-time, adherence to contract schedules including contract administration.

M.5.3.4  Controlled cost in terms of performing within or below budget, use of cost efficiencies, relationship of negotiated costs to actuals, submission of reasonably priced change proposals, and providing current, accurate, and complete billing timely.

M.5.3.5  Conducted business relations in terms of providing effective management, demonstrating a cooperative and proactive behavior with technical representative(s) and the Contracting Officer, being flexible, being responsive to inquiries, resolving problems, satisfying customers.   

M.5.3.6  In conducting the performance risk assessment, the Government may use data provided by the offeror and data obtained from other sources. The Government may consider data obtained from other sources; however, the burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information rests with the offeror. The Government will limit relevant past performance information to performance evaluated at the proposed performance location and will use a rating scheme that defines past performance adjectival ratings and risk as follows:

M.5.3.6.1  Low - Offeror's past performance record provides essentially no doubt that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

M.5.3.6.2  Moderate - Offeror's past performance record provides some doubt that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

M.5.3.6.3  High - Offeror's past performance record provides significant doubt that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  The offeror has no relevant performance record.  A thorough search was unable to identify any past performance information.  No relevant past performance may affect consideration of the offeror, relative to the competing offerors, depending on the significance of the difference among them when the Government conducts a tradeoff analysis to determine the best value. 

M.5.4
Cost/Price Factor

M.5.4.1  The Government will evaluate the realism of each offeror’s proposed cost.  The cost realism analysis will determine:  (1) whether the estimated proposed costs is realistic for the offeror’s technical approach, (2) whether the offeror has a clear understanding of the Government’s requirements.  The Government will evaluate the estimated cost,or price, and fee proposed by the offeror to perform all the requirements set forth in Section C.  This evaluation will include an analysis of the proposed cost and fee as submitted, together with all supporting cost information.  The offeror’s cost or price will be evaluated with appropriate consideration given to all information the Contracting Officer deems appropriate.  This may include information from the Defense Contract Audit Agency, Government technical personnel and other sources.  

M.5.4.2  The results of the realism analysis will determine the probable cost of performance.  The probable cost of performance is defined as the Government’s best estimate of contract cost resulting from the offeror’s proposal.  The cost realism for the efforts may involve an adjustment of the proposed cost, price, fee, whenever it is determined that the proposed cost does not reflect the probable cost of performance.  Any adjusted cost or price will represent the Government’s estimate of probable cost that will be used in the final evaluation.

M.5.4.3  Cost Reasonableness.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s cost proposal to determine if cost/price are reasonable based on cost analysis as set for in FAR 15.4.

M.5.4.4  Cost Completeness.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s cost/price proposal to determine if the costs are complete in terms of adequacy of identification, estimation, and support of all relevant costs.

M.5.4.5  Cost/Technical Trade Off Analysis - The Government may request a Cost/Technical Trade-Off Analysis be conducted using the best value approach to determine the value of the differences between proposals which may be beneficial to the contract objectives.
